OBJECTIVE :

OVERVIEW:


The Account Tracking System is a web-based system which has to make things better for the project team lead in the organization. That is, the system has to provide some state-of-art functions to the team lead which assists them in handling the projects, the tasks, the information regarding the resources and also most importantly the management of the timesheets in an efficient manner. In order to facilitate that, the system has to perform some operations. They start from authenticating the user of the system. That is, the system has to identify whether the user is a valid one and determine his access privilege to the system. Secondly, the system has to allow the user to perform a variety of tasks on secured information. So, it is essential for the system to take security concerns into consideration. Moreover, the system also must provide access to the information of the projects, the tasks and the resources in the organization if the user of the system is a Project-leader and on the other hand the system must restrict the user in case of an ordinary resource to the tasks alone.



So, the system thus must facilitate the operations like creation of new projects, tasks and resources, updating of the existing projects, tasks and the resources and also delete them with data validations whenever necessary. This is the overall problem definition of the project.

DESCRIPTION :

· General :

The general module, as the name itself suggests, primarily deals with the general operations. These operations include identifying the users and validating them by login authentication.

· User Maintenance :
      User maintenance module essentially deals with the users of the system. The users of the system essentially the employees of the organization. The actor of the system is Project manager- Team leader alone.
· Manage Projects :

      This module concentrates on managing the projects well. The PM-TL is the actor of the subsystem. He can perform certain operations for the better management of the projects.

      This subsystem takes into account various details like project name , id, start date etc.

· Manage tasks :
This sub-module assists in managing the tasks of a project in a better and efficient way. The project-Resource is the actor of this sub-module. However, the PM-TL can also access this sub-system.
The entries of a task include the task name, task id, the task date, duration etc. This sub-module allows the user to create, update and delete the tasks related to a project.

· Report :
This sub-system, in a nut-shell, is a summary of all the above four modules. Thus, this module enables to generate reports on various entities.
